6. Why do some teens make fun of over-achievers at school? How should you react to teasing?

7. Why is it difficult for teens to admit to friends that they are not ready to have sexual intercourse? Why would they put pressure on others to have sex?

8. Give examples of “lines” (reasons) some people use to pressure their partners to have intercourse when they don’t want to? Are some of these “lines” untrue? How could you respond to these “lines”?
