Directions: You are in position of placing people who need jobs. You have the following eight applicants but only one position. All of these people need and want the job. You must decide who should get the job by rank order from the following list. Make some notes in you own notebook on each person and then list from 1-8 who should be selected for the job, from first to last. Be prepared to explain why you chose one person before another.

1. Al is a 30-year-old ex-convict trying to go straight. He has been out of prison for over a year and has stayed out of trouble. He had held several jobs during this time but was fired each time when his bosses found out he spent time in prison. He is becoming frustrated, discouraged, and angry.

2. Brenda is a beautiful 25-year-old woman whose husband recently died. She has four young children whom she now must support.

3. Charley is a 60-year-old man who needs this job as a second job. He needs money to pay for medical treatments for his wife. If she does not receive these treatments she will die.

4. David is a 45-year-old former heroin addict who has kept away from drugs for 11 months. He is qualified for the job and will return to drugs if he is not employed soon.

5. Ellen is a 20-year-old African-American woman who left her parent’s house to try to make it on her own. She is the best qualified of all the applicants.

6. Frank is a 35-year-old immigrant from Mexico and the father of four. His knowledge of English is poor and this will probably slow him down at first, but he is clever and learns quickly.

7. Gary is a highly intelligent 22-year-old African-American man who is very poor. He needs the job to continue his college education. He wants to become a doctor and make a lot of money.

8. Helen is a 24-year-old physically handicapped person who is looking for a chance to prove herself. She possesses a great deal of determination and character. Her handicap will hurt her performance on the job somewhat but she will never be absent and will five many years of loyal and dependable service.
