Honors Algebra 2 AB Course Outline

This two-semester course will cover chapters 1-11, 15 and 16 of Algebra and Trigonometry by Richard Brown.  The objectives of this course are to address the California Standards as required by our standards based learning.  Every topic we cover will directly relate to a specific standard that will be discussed as we progress through the semester.  The specific standards are posted in the classroom.


Every student is required to maintain a spiral class notebook.  In it they are to have warm-ups, notes, class work, and homework.  These items are to be organized chronologically and are not to be separated by category.  Also, graph paper will be needed on a periodic basis for certain topics.  All students will use pencil only.  Pen is not allowed!  Please be prepared daily with the proper supplies.  

Quizzes – 20 points each, given weekly

Tests – 50 points each, usually at the end of a chapter, given about every three weeks
Homework – 2 points each, assigned daily, about 30 minutes each night, checked daily

Writing Assignment – 40 points, details of this assignment will be announced later on
Notebook Collections – 20 points, graded every five weeks, checks daily warm-ups, class work and notes
